The June 12, 2010 meeting covered many timely
issues affecting life at the Lake.  There were
comments and questions regarding security and
warning alarms in the event of severe weather.  Lake
dredging, fish life and rules, and the ICC proceedings
regarding our potential water rate increase were also
brought up.  At one point even the dreaded words
‘dues increase’ were spoken.

Director McGrath had spent time, as a volunteer,
over the Memorial Day weekend at the front gate
with our security.  This was an experience that
brought many problem issues to light for the Director
which she shared at the Board meeting.  This month’s
Sunbeam will run refreshers on our rules and
regulations.  An Ad Hoc Committee for Safety and
Security is being formed.  If you have comments or
suggestions, they will be welcome.  If you wish to
volunteer in any way, please contact Director Saxton.

· Member Ian McMillan gave a brief review
of the ICC proceedings in Chicago with
regards to our water company’s rate increase.
Our legal counsel feels that we as members
would possibly benefit from more input from
us.

It
appears that rules are not being followed and
the general feeling seemed to be to provide
consequences for ignoring or disobeying the
rules and regulations of LWA.  Notification
of our regulations will be included in this
Sunbeam and posted around the lake.  The
campground area is looking for many
answers to problems of rule infractions.

· You are encouraged to notify security if you
have or observe a problem.  Nothing can be
done if incidents are not reported.

· The fish cleaning station is awaiting bids for
repair.  The road at Tanglewood is still
waiting for repair as well.  A costly procedure
was done with no results; this was questioned
by one of the Directors.  Road repair will
start soon.  The plan is to do five miles of
road a year.  Concerns about road near
Cardinal Drive were raised.  And once again,
if you have input, let your Board or the
General Manager know.

Dear Members:
Did you inform your guests of July 3rd what your

lot number was?  Did you wait to obtain your vehicle
decal on the busiest day of the season?  Did you give
your guest list a day or so ahead of the 3rd or try to
call it in on the 3rd?

After helping out at the gate on July 2nd in the
evening and most of the day on July 3rd, here are
some suggestions that would really help out the
security staff and possibly ease the congestion.

1. Guest lists of all possible guests should be
given at least three days in advance so names
can be entered into the computer.  Put anyone
you think might come so no calls have to be
made.  Many cell phones do not function here
very well and the security staff does not have
time to make the calls.  The phone never
stopped ringing.

2. Make sure your guests know your lot number
rather than just giving your name.  All
information about you is by lot number.

3. Have your guests tell the security staff how
many people are in the vehicle.

4. Vehicle decals are to be on your vehicles
by May 1st.  It really slows up the whole
process because the computer must be
checked for current dues, the vehicle
registration must be presented, license plate
recorded, old decal taken off, new one put
on and your signature on the sheet of paper.

5. Getting a recreational/watercraft decaled
takes even more time.  Insurance paper, DNR
certificate, fee paid must be printed off and
recorded in another record book.

Last, but not least, treat your security personnel
with respect as they do not make the rules but must
enforce them.  I saw members being rude to the
personnel and the staff did not deserve it.  This is
not an easy job to do with phones ringing, people
complaining that they have to wait, members not
having the proper paper work, guests left off the lists,

members not calling or giving a list ahead of time.

MARSHALL  COUNTY TO ACTIV ATE NEW
WEBSITE

Public will have access to County Board
minutes, searchable records

Lacon – Marshall County moved a little further into

cyberspace Thursday by approving a new county website
designed by a County Board member.

The Board voted unanimously to OK the activation
of www.marshallcountyillinois.com, which Travis
McGlasson of rural Sparland has been developing over
a period of months.

Like a previous more limited site hosted by the
county’s election software vendor; the new one includes
County Board meeting agendas and minutes, as well as
searchable tax and property records from the offices of
the county treasurer and supervisor of assessments.

But the new site also contains additional information
and services, and will eventually include sections on all
county departments and also links to major affiliated
agencies, McGlasson said during a demonstration.

McGlasson said the site was to be activated Thursday
afternoon following the board’s approval.  But he noted
there might be a lag of a few hours before it’s available
on some computers, depending on the speed with which
different servers cycle in new information.

“It will definitely be there (Friday) morning,” he
said.

The hosting and domain registration will cost about
$90 a year; McGlasson said.  There was no development

cost for the county because he did the work on a volunteer
basis.

But in a related step, the board did accept
McGlasson’s recommendation to enter into a $1,500 one-
year contract with Google for e-mail service.  That will
provide for a total of 30 separate county e-mail accounts
for officials and employees at a rate of $50 a year for
each address.

“What we’re doing is subcontracting to Google for
storage space and support,” he said.  “It (e-mail) can be
accessed anywhere.”

However, it won’t be accessed immediately, because
the use of e-mail was one of several employee policy
issues that got discussed and then tabled Thursday after
questions were raised by department heads and State’s
Attorney Paul Bauer.

For instance, one policy proposal would require
county officials and employees to use only county-
assigned e-mail accounts.  Others would increase board
committee oversight of hiring by department heads, a
step member Mike Durham said would enable
committees to determine job requirements.

“I’m not sure the committee knows what the
requirements of the jobs are,” responded Circuit Clerk
Gina Noe.

Bauer said the board legally has only some budgetary
control over offices of elected officials.  He urged
members to run any new policy proposals by him before
passing them.

“Put down what you want to do and get it to me,”
Bauer said, “and then I’ll tell you if you can legally do
it.”
