RULES & REGULATIONS GOVERNING PRIMITIVE SEASONAL CAMPSITES
1.
To abide by the stated Rules & Regulations governing use of the area designated within Lake Wildwood as "Seasonal Campsites," "Campground" and “Primitive Campsites.”
2.
To abide by the applicable Lake Wildwood Rules & Regulations (Red Book) in particular, Section I. “Camping and Picnicking Regulations.”  All guests will be ejected from the Campground with the first warning by the Campground Host, Marshall County Sheriff or two Committee members noting the offense and the member will be fined $100.00.  On the second offense the member will be ejected from the Campground and all privileges will be revoked from the remainder of the camping season and the following season.  Lake Wildwood Security and the Campground Host will keep a record of all warnings.
3.
Any camper losing privileges by receiving warnings and being ejected will lose all fees paid for that camping season and their site will be given to the next person on the waiting list.
4.
To assume all responsibility for placement, mowing and storage of any unit within the designed seasonal site.  Note:  Grass must be mowed when it reaches 6 inches in height.
5.
To authorize Lake Wildwood Association and/or its designated agent(s) to move or remove said unit from any assigned primitive seasonal campsites for the purpose of:  

a.
Necessary maintenance of the primitive seasonal campsites.


b.
Or should said unit’s presence be in violation of stated Rules & Regulations.  Such action will be taken 
only after proper notification except for emergencies.
6.
To reimburse any costs incurred to Lake Wildwood through moving or removal of said unit as judged necessary as a result of violation of any stated Rules & Regulations.
7.
That assignment of campsite is not guaranteed by submission and/or payment of fees.  Assignment is contingent upon eligibility of application and space available.
8.
Member will pay the Primitive Seasonal Campsite fee, per site, per unit, per season and to affix the current decal and lot number to unit before occupancy of site.  Site must be occupied by June 1st.  Failure to comply will result in forfeiture of site and/or removal of unit.
9.
The occupation of assigned primitive seasonal campsites shall be limited to a six-month period between May 1 and the weekend of the Annual Meeting.
10.
If the holder of a site does not want the site, the site will be offered to the first person on the waiting list.  Sites may not be sold, rented or given away with or without the trailer.  The Association reserves the right to prorate site fees based upon the re-assignment.
11.
When an applicant is on the waiting list, the first available site must be accepted or applicant loses the opportunity.
12.
The member applicant will be present when site is in use.
13.
Apply for a primitive seasonal site only if intending to camp on a frequent basis.  Primitive seasonal site renters will sign in and out at the Guardhouse to log day usage.  A primitive seasonal site must be used 20 nights for the renter to be guaranteed a site in the lottery for next year’s site lottery.
14.
That members without homes in Lake Wildwood will be given priority for primitive seasonal sites.
15.
The Lake Wildwood Board of Directors reserves the right to reject the application or remove any Lake Wildwood member, who has disrupted the peace and tranquility of the Lake Wildwood Campground.
